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Use a hyphen to join two or more words 
serving as a single adjective before a noun:
 One-way street
 Chocolate-covered peanuts
 Well-known author

A misused and confused word
Myriad, a myriad of, myriads

The following , taken from a newspaper, is a rare case 
of correct usage of this usually mangled term:
“The developments were the latest in a case that has raised myriad questions about the 
proper bounds of psychotherapy...?“
