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Health Guidance Updates

« On May 18, 2021, Montgomery County achieved 50% of
residents fully vaccinated, moving the county forward into
Phase 3, effective May 28, 2021.

o Lift all capacity, physical distancing, and mask restrictions
for all residents (vaccinated and unvaccinated)

o Masks still required in public transportation, health care,
school buses, and in schools.
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Health Guidance Updates

On May 20, 2021, the Maryland Department of Health issued
guidance specific to schools.

« Strongly recommends that masks be worn indoors, and outdoors
at a school when physical distancing cannot be maintained.

For the remainder of this school year, MCPS will require masks when
on school grounds. This is consistent with the federal, state, and local
recommendations and recognizes that vaccinations for our student
populations are still in progress.
