This month, in math, the students will identify written numerals 0-20.
They will verbally count to 10 by ones and then develop rote counting to
20 by ones. Our goal is to have all students count to 20 and identify all
the numerals from 1-20. Students will also be identifying simple shapes,
sorting, measuring and comparing lengths. Our goal is to have all students count from 1 to
100. Students will be working in small math groups. We have collected all the data from the
Pre-K Progress Reports and we will focus on students’ goals for math.
