Reading and Writing Focug

Through this unit of study, students investigate the phenomena of animal groups
and animal adaptations. They will work towards an understanding to be able to
answer the question, “What affects an organism’s survival?” Students will
investigate how animal groups help its members survive and the role of
predators and prey. Students will also build the understanding that variations in
traits (adaptations) among individuals of the same species can provide
advantages in survival.
