foundational skills and one that builds background knowledge

knowledge + foundational skills = skilled reading
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Kindergarten Skills

Students can begin practicing writing their name.

Some skills: Letter names and sounds, rhyming words, blending,
initial/medial/final sounds, long/short vowels, “tricky words”

Grammar: nouns, verbs, capitalization and punctuation

Writing: Opinion, narrative, informational

Dr. Martin Kozloff (2002) stated, "If a child memorized ten words, the child can only read
ten words, but if a child learns the sounds of ten letters, the child will be able to read 350
three-sound words, 4,320 four-sound words, and 21,650 five-sound words."
