Arrival Procedure

Students will enter the building at 8:00am. Students will go directly to their 1% period class. Students will be served breakfast
from 8:00-8:15. Breakfast will stop at 8:15am and students will remain in 1% period for instruction. Therefore, it is very im-
portant that your child arrive at school promptly at or before 8:00am.

:SCHOOL HEALTH SERVICE

There is a school nurse and health technician assigned to Benjamin Banneker Middle School. The health room hours are
8:00am-3:00pm. The priorities for school health personnel are: emergency care for students who are seriously ill or injured, com-
municable diseases and control; health appraisal and follow-up with the establishment of health care plans and crisis intervention.

It is important to note that prescriptions and over-the-counter medications are subject to strict guidelines. Students are not al-
lowed to bring to school, carry or self-administer medication without written authorization from a physician, parent and the school
= nurse. Prescriptions and over-the-counter medications must be ordered by the physician utilizing one of the MCPS Forms. The
= forms to use are MCPS Form 525-13 for administration of medication, MCPS Form 525-14 for Epipen administration, and MCPS
E Form 525-12 for administration of treatment. The forms can be obtained in the health room, school office, school website, or
= MCPS website. Carefully follow the instructions when completing the forms and for the proper labeling of the medications. Con-
= tact the health room at 240-740-6252 if you have any questions or other health care concerns.

. 7™ and 8™ grade immunization requirements Maryland immunization requirements for students entering 7" and 8" grade this
* August (SY24-25). Students entering the 7™ and 8" grade must provide documentation of Tetanus-diptheria-acellular pertussis

= (Tdap) and Meningococcal meningitis (MCV) immunizations. Students not in compliance with the new requirements will be ex-

= cluded from attending school until they are in compliance with the State law. MCPS DOES NOT want to exclude students due to a

= lack of these immunizations. Students may receive these immunizations through their health care provider or through Montgom-
= ery County Department of Health and Human Services Clinics (schedule of clinics will be posted on our website

= www.montgomery.org ). There will be other clinics once schools are open, but scheduling for those clinics are still in the planning
= stages. Please watch our website and phone calls home with more information.

BBMS CHROMEBOOK POLICY

The purpose of this communication is to provide families with information regarding MCPS
Chromebook and technology policies. During the 2023-2024 school year we sent communication about
MCPS Chromebook Acceptable Use Policy. During school year 2024-2025 Benjamin Banneker Middle
School will be adhering to the updated Montgomery County Public Schools policies and procedures as it
relates to Chromebooks. Each time a student logs on to a device, it is an agreement to the MCPS
policies and outlined in the IGT-RA reculation. Each student at Benjamin Banneker Middle School will
be 1ssued a Chromebook for the 2024-2025 school vear.

In summary, the policy states, “Each student is financially responsible for damaged caused or loss of any
Chromebook and charger that 1s checked out to the student. The device is loaned and for instructional
purposes only. No cost is associated for a student to borrow, possess. or use and MCPS Chromebook.

A family is only financial responsible when there is avoidable damage to the deviee. There is a charge
for any lost or stolen devices or chargers.” Charges range from $25 to $300.

Computers are for educational use only. Educational refers to actions related to assignments given to
students by teachers or other staff at Benjamin Banneker Middle School. Students may only use
approved software. web resources, and online resources provided by MCPS and BBMS. Activities on
any device. network, or electronic communication device may be monitored by the MCPS district
authorities. Inappropriate use of the technology can result in limited or banned computer use and/or
disciplinary consequences.

Montgomery County Public Schools retains sole right of possession of the Chromebooks. The
Chromebooks are LOANED to the students for educational purposes. MCPS administrative staff and
faculty retain the right to collect and/or inspect Chromebooks at any time. including via electronic remote
access and to alter. add. delete installed software or hardware. If you have any questions regarding the
Chromebook policy please do not hesitate to contact the BBMS main office.

Students are responsible for making sure their clothing,
uniform and other belongings are securely locked in their
assigned P.E. locker. Theft can occur if students do not
properly secure their belongings. The school is not responsi-
ble for stolen belongings.

INTERIM REPORTS

All Banneker students will receive a school wide progress
report midway through each quarter.

Each teacher will complete the progress report with the current
grade in each class. Progress reports must be accessed through
Synergy StudentVUE.

SAFE ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE OF
STUDENTS

Parents are reminded that the circular driveway in front of
the school is a bus loop only and the lower lot is for staff park-
ing only. If you drive your child to school or pick him/her up
after school, you must use the student drop off area closest to the
tennis courts. This area has been designed to simplify this pro-
cess. Signs are posted showing where students can be dropped
off and picked up. For safety, please follow staff directions in
the parent loop.

A number of Banneker students walk to school on the side-
walks along Old Columbia Pike. Walkers are required to use
the designated cross walks located at the traffic circle. Students
should also use caution when crossing the teacher entrance
driveway.

SAFE BUS PROCEDURES

Riding the bus is a privilege, not a right. Bus route num-
bers are posted on a screen as the buses arrive each afternoon.
Students are encouraged to check this board to help locate
their bus.

Parents are requested to discuss appropriate behavior for
riding the school bus. Reinforce the importance of students
remaining in their seats, keeping their arms inside the bus,
refraining from throwing objects from the bus, etc. Bus privi-
leges can be denied to students not following bus rules. Food
and drinks are not permitted on the buses.

Parents should be aware that while students are closely
supervised throughout the school day and on the bus, there is
usually no adult supervision once students leave the bus. We
strongly recommend that each community consider having
parents present at each bus stop. Adult presence at the bus
stops will go a long way toward curbing inappropriate behav-
ior.

Students MUST ride their assigned bus to and from school.
Students who wish to ride home on a friend’s bus or get off of
their own bus at a friend’s stop must bring a note from their
parent. Once approved and signed by the principal or design-
ee, the student should give this note to the operator of the bus
they will be riding. This practice will normally be approved
where space permits. Students who ride a bus other than their
assigned one without prior approval can lose bus riding privi-
leges. This applies even if two buses serve the same commu-
nity.
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SCHOOL SAFETY AND SECURITY

In order to provide a safe school environment, we will
be conducting practice fire drills throughout the school year
and six (6) Shelter and Lockdown drills. Please retain the
paragraph below “In Case of Emergency” and post it on your
refrigerator or other similar location in the event of a real
situation requiring evacuation to another site.

Banneker employs security assistants. They serve to
monitor student behavior as well as assist administration in
conducting school investigations. Security is highly visible
and they are available to assist students with all school safety
concerns.

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Signs of Suicide (SOS)

MCPS is enhancing its suicide prevention curricu-
lum using the Signs of Suicide™ (SOS®™) Prevention
Program. The SOS®™ Program is a youth suicide pre-
vention program that has demonstrated an improve-
ment in students’ knowledge and adaptive attitudes
towards suicide risk and depression, as well as a
reduction in actual suicide attempts. Listed on the
Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Ad-
ministration’s National Registry of Evidence-based
Programs and Practices, the SOS®™ Program showed
a reduction in self-reported suicide attempts by 40 to
64 percent in randomized control studies (Aseltine,
et al., 2007, Schilling, et al., 2016).

Our goals for participating in this program are
straightforward:

¢ To help students understand that depression is a
treatable illness,

e To explain that suicide is a preventable tragedy
that often occurs as a result of untreated depres-
sion,

e To provide students with the education and
skills to recognize the signs of serious depres-
sion and potential suicidality in a friend, and

e To impress upon teens that they can help them-
selves or a friend by taking the simple step of
talking to a responsible adult about their con-
cerns.

We encourage you to visit www.sossignsofsuicide.org/
parent for information on warning signs for youth sui-
cide, useful resources, and some of

the key messages students will learn. More information
will come before the delivery of these lessons.

Personal Body Safety Lessons (PBSL)

Montgomery County Public Schools is taking
an active role in the prevention of child abuse
and neglect through early prevention and inter-
vention education.

tions with peers and adults.

Justice is a mindset and philosophy toward school cli-
mate and relationship building in a system. It is a social
justice platform that will allow our students to:

-actively engage and problem-solve physical, psycho-
logical, social and disciplinary issues that affect their
lives and the community at large.

-take responsibility for their actions and work with those
affected to restore the community and members who
were harmed as a result of those actions.

Enclosed are route schedules for buses serving your child’s school. Please note the appropriate tiume,
location, and route number for your child. Many routes are designed so that students do not need to
cross a major roadway to use the bus. This 1s indicated on route descriptions by “RSO” (right side
only) next to the bus stop notation. Parents should not allow their children to circumvent this safety
measure by crossing the road to use a different bus stop if there 1s one on their side of the street.
Parents should contact therr depot manager if no bus stops on their side of the street. Students should
be ready and waiting to board the bus five minutes prior to its scheduled arrival time. Route numbers
are displayed on the side window of the bus.

Students who live within 1.5 miles of the school are not eligible for transportation services 1f age-
appropriate walking routes are available. Questions should be referred to the transportation cluster
manager who 1s responsible for your school. Your school or the Montgomery County Public Schools
(MCPS) website can provide you with contact information for your transportation cluster manager.
Bus stops previously scheduled may have been eliminated or relocated to provide economies in
operation. Every effort 1s made to minimize mconvenience to students and parents; and provide a
reasonable level of service. Saving support budget dollars provides more resources for classrooms.

When bus stops are scheduled at intersections, students should stand safely away from traftfic, within
150 feet of the stop. Parents are responsible for maintaining discipline and safety at bus stops.
Students waiting for buses may choose to stand i carports and garages for protection from the
elements. This 1s acceptable only if: (1) it does not alter the route: (2) it does not increase the number
of stops: (3) 1t 1s acceptable to all parties involved: and (4) it 1s reasonably close to the regular stop
(so that a substitute bus operator, not familiar with special arrangements, may easily locate the
students). Please note: bus operators are only authorized to stop at designated stops: do not request
unauthorized stops. MCPS realizes substantial fuel and other operational savings by limiting the
number of bus stops.

Students who wish to ride home on a friend’s bus, or get off their own bus at a friend’s stop must
bring a note from their parent. Once approved and signed by the principal, the student should give
this note to the operator of the bus they will be riding. This practice will normally be approved where
space permits.

Inclement weather creates many hardships for all. It 1s not possible to provide additional

transportation during winter months or on rainy days, and for this reason, students should dress
accordingly. In case buses are not able to reach designated stops due to snow and ice accumulation,
parents are encouraged to make advance arrangements with bus operators so that students who live
n these areas can board at alternate locations when necessary.

Appropriate student behavior 1s important to the safety and comfort of everyone. Parents are
encouraged to discuss behavior with their children regularly to reinforce this message. It 1s important
that all students follow the rules stated in “Ride by the Rules.” campaign. For more information on
this, please visit: https://www.montgomeryschoolsmd.org/departments/transportation/rules/. Please
note: students should not bring animals, alcohol, tobacco, weapons (including toy or “look-alike”
