Prior to the development of the CCSS, each state
developed its own educational standards and, as a resuilt,
expectations for student learning have varied widely from
state to state. With the CCSS, parents can be assured that
their children are learning the same rigorous academic
standards as other students across Maryland and across
the country. Having consistent standards also provides
students, parents, and teachers with a clear understanding
of what students should be learning in each grade level.

Maryland’s education system has been ranked number
one in the nation for five years in a row, but in today’s
global economy, competition for jobs comes not just from
across the country, but spans the globe. Students must be
prepared with the skills and knowledge to compete with
their peers here at home as well as students from around
the world. Development of the CCSS was informed by

the academic standards from a number of high achieving
countries, such as Japan and Singapore.

The CCSS delve deeper into
core concepts.

nonfiction and fiction texts. They will learn to
create written arguments using evidence from
multiple texts and to gather evidence to defend
their opinions. In middle and high school, students
will apply their literacy skills to mathematics,
science, social studies, and technical subjects —
learning to read and write well in all subjects.

In mathematics, students will develop a
foundation of mathematical skills and learning
from kindergarten through 12" grade, giving them
the building blocks to understand why and how
math works in the real-world. Students will still
memorize math facts, but they will also be asked
to show their understanding by explaining in
writing how they solved math problems.

The CCSS ask teachers and students to dig
deeper into the core skills and concepts at each
grade level, focusing on the most important topics
that students need to know. Teachers will have
more time to cover subjects in greater detail and
help students master critical skills and develop a
deeper understanding of key concepts.

The clearly defined goals of the CCSS allow families and
teachers towork together to help students succeed. Parents
can continue to play an active role in their children’s
education by communicating with their teachers and
monitoring their children’s academic progress at home.
